Much of its popularity is owed to one "Pepin" Fernandez Rodriguez, who bought the 

factory in 1903 and thereafter personally promoted the cigars throughout the world – 

offering personalised bands to monarchs and heads of state.  Romeo is a medium flavoured 

cigar, famed for its’ consistency.
